RH MOVES TOWARDS THE FUTURE

New board appointments and expansion at Nottingham hub.
The continuing success, growth and confidence of The RH Group, one of the UK's leading independent freight and logistics specialists, is reflected in a series of dramatic moves announced by the company this week. 

These include the appointment of a number of younger managers to the Board of Directors and a £2.5 million expansion of its freight hub in Nottingham, which will be completed early next year. 

Group Managing Director Neville Baxter who formed the business in 1970 has taken the position of Chairman and has announced that Ian Baxter will become Managing Director shortly. 

Other appointments are to the Board of the Group's primary operating company - RH Freight Services and include: 

* Peter Isler, who has overall responsibility for the network of UK branches - currently covering 17 locations - that handle all sales, customer service and consignment management activities. 

* Andrew Baxter, who is appointed as Director of European Road Freight Operations, with responsibility for all trailer freight activities and development of the company's European partner network. 
* Steve Rafferty, who joined RH last year and is appointed Finance Director. 

* Nigel Baxter, already a Director of Group subsidiary Rennie Hogg Transport, who is appointed to the Board of RH Freight Services as Transport Network Director with responsibility for the fleet of over 200 trucks. 

The appointments follow a year of change for the Group. "We planned for and achieved a greater number of freight consignments last year," said Ian Baxter. "We saw them rise by over 30 per cent, reflecting a broader spread of clients and a greater penetration across European markets. 

"We've seen this pattern continue and are already well ahead of the ambitious targets we set for this year. The new management team have been instrumental in effecting this change and the Board appointments reflect their success." 

The Group's expansion in Nottingham will see a new warehouse built close to its existing facilities on Riverside Park, Nottingham. 

"The new terminal will provide us with 8000 square metres of transit facilities and 44 loading docks, providing the facilities we need for the on-going growth of our business to Europe," explained Ian Baxter.
